Introduction

Grants funded through federal sources require a completion report to be filed annually with the Arizona Department of Education (ADE) within 90 calendar days after the completion of each grant year. The annual project period of this grant is July 1 – June 30. The online completion report is activated on the Grants Management Enterprise (GME) on June 30 and must be electronically submitted through the common logon by September 28. GME common logon is a protected area on the ADE web site and requires access permission.

If you do not have common logon permission, and you have the responsibility to file the required fiscal and programmatic reports, you must work with your public education agency’s business office for assistance and to coordinate fiscal and program reporting. · Associate’s degree or coursework preparation to meet state Speech-Language Pathologist Assistant (SLPA) License requirements
