MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

Between Goal 2 SPDG Schools and Arizona Department of Education

The purpose of this Memorandum is to formally acknowledge our partnership with the Arizona Department of Education to implement the systemic change of a response to intervention process to increase our students’ achievement in the areas of reading and math and to reduce referrals to special education.  We are also committed to activities listed below to support and promote these increases.  We understand that this effort will be carried out over the five-year State Personnel Development Grant (SPDG) under Goal 2.

The principal and SPDG coach will attend all meetings, as agreed upon, including the three partnership meetings scheduled for each year of the grant.  The Arizona Department of Education will provide professional development, collect and review data, and monitor progress.

A grant allotment of $10,000 will be awarded each year to supplement the SPDG coach’s salary.  The SPDG coach must provide ongoing coaching and support for approximately 10 hours weekly to special and general education teachers.

SPDG coaches must enter quarterly reports on the SPDG website, www.azspdg.com, by the following dates:  January 15, 2009; April 15, 2009; July 15, 2009; and October 15, 2009.  The quarterly reports will be linked to invoices for payment of the grant allotment.

Goal 2:  Students with disabilities or at-risk for having a disability within participating schools will receive scientifically-based reading and math strategies to attain significant reading and math gains over baseline level.  Referrals to special education will be reduced and accuracy of appropriate identification of students for special education services will improve.

Objective 2.1:  A state and local infrastructure of support will be developed to support the implementation, scaling up, and sustaining of scientifically-based reading and math curricula/interventions for students with disabilities and students who are at-risk for being identified as having a disability at the elementary and feeder preschool level within 15 participating schools.
