Important Information

· The NCLB Consolidated Application Tables have been revised to include cells for the FY10 ARRA Title I Grant.  You will use these same tables when you apply for your regular Title I and Title II funds for FY10.  The NCLB Consolidated Application Tables are in an Excel file that is found under Application Downloads in the Grants Management System.

· Submit your application through the Grants Management System and e-mail your NCLB Consolidated Application Tables as an attachment to the NCLB Application Inbox at NCLBCONApp@azed.gov. Your application will not be approved without this file.  Applications with tables are due September 30, 2009.
NCLB Consolidated Application Tables:
· ARRA Title I Set Asides:  ARRA Title I Set Asides are either required or optional amounts in several categories that the LEA subtracts from the ARRA Title I total allocation before the funds are distributed to its Title I schools.  All set aside amounts must be entered in the Title I Set Aside Table (see tab at bottom) and must balance with your Title I expenditures.  NOTE:  You may not set aside ARRA Title I funds for reading endorsement support.
Professional development:  No ARRA Title I funds may be used for highly qualified teacher purposes.

Neglected and/or delinquent student services:  These funds are for LEAs with neglected or delinquent student facilities within the district.  See Allowable Expenditures for N or D Set Aside in the NCLB Doc Library.

Summary of Certified/Professional FTEs and Summary of Classified/Clerical FTEs pages:  These pages are used to provide detailed information; only summary information will be needed in the Line Items Descriptions area of the consolidated application.  However, totals in these summary pages must match totals in the application budget.

Use the following directions as you complete your FY10 ARRA Title I Grant Application.  The Supplemental Application Section includes two assurances and requests information regarding homeless education and School/LEA Improvement. 

Log on to the Grants System and click on “Applications.”  Select the 2010 ARRA Title I Grant Application. Complete each step below.

Enter contact names and e-mail addresses.  At least two are recommended.

Enter Budget Line Items – review the Ready Reference of Most Commonly Used Line Items for NCLB Programs or the complete USFR Charts of Accounts or USFR Charts of Accounts for Charter Schools in the NCLB Doc Library under Financial.  Note: See also Changes to the USFR for FY09 for the new coding requirements important to the ARRA Title I Grant application.

Enter Line Item Descriptions according to the following:

           2300 – Administration – Admin personnel only, such as program coordinators, office personnel
· The number of activities should be reasonable for amount of funding, especially under Administration, Capital, or Supplies.
· Identify Title I schools as Targeted Assistance (TA) or School Wide (SW1, SW2, or SW3) and separate TA and SW expenses in the NCLB Consolidated Application Tables (see “School Selection Table” tab).
· Enter summary information of FTEs from Summary of Certified/Professional FTEs and Summary of Classified Clerical FTEs in the NCLB Consolidated Application Tables.  It is not necessary to repeat the list of individual schools and their staff that you will list in the tables.

2.  Supplement vs. Supplant Assurance - Check the assurance pertaining to the following:
Ensure that the activities described in this application do not violate the supplement vs. supplant requirement of NCLB (Sections 1120A(b) and (d) and 1114(a)(2)(B)).
3. Reporting Requirements Assurance - Check the assurance pertaining to the following:
