
2010 Title IV/State Chemical Abuse Application
Introduction 

The Title IV (Safe and Drug-Free Schools)/State Chemical Abuse Application is separate from the NCLB Consolidated Programs (Titles I-A, II-A, and V-A) Application. The coordination of REAP (Rural Education Achievement Program)-eligible LEAs and those LEAs transferring funds into or out of Title IV will be addressed in both applications. 

The Online Prevention Training is not required for those LEAs who submit an application that is approvable on the first submission. For those LEAs who submit an application that requires substantial revision of their objectives; programs, strategies and activities; and/or budget - the person completing (or providing information for) the application will be required to complete the Online Prevention Training (available through ADE’s IDEAL portal) prior to the resubmission of the application. 

The last day to submit the 2010 Title IV/State Chemical Abuse Application is December 1, 2009 at midnight (please note, there will be no technical support available after 5:00 P.M.) 

REAP (Rural Education Achievement Program) - Flex Option 

If your district/charter holder is REAP-eligible and you would like to move funds: 

· Out of Title IV and do not want to apply for State Chemical Abuse - complete the REAP table, bypass the remainder of the application and submit. 

· Out of Title IV and want to apply for State Chemical Abuse - complete the REAP table, the remainder of the application, and submit. 

· Into Title IV - complete the REAP table, the remainder of the application, and submit.

Transferability Intent 

If your district/charter holder is transferring funds (under the provisions of Title VI, Part A, Subpart 2): 

· Out of Title IV and do not want to apply for the remainder of the Title IV and State Chemical Abuse allocations - complete the Transferability Option table, bypass the remainder of the application, and submit. 

· Out of Title IV and want to apply for the remainder of Title IV and/or State Chemical Abuse - complete the Transferability Option table, the remainder of the application, and submit. 

· Into Title IV - complete the Transferability Option table, the remainder of the application, and submit. 
	REAP (Rural Education Achievement Program)-Flex Option
REAP-Flex Option is different and separate from Transferability Intent. An LEA must be eligible for the Small, Rural School Achievement (SRSA) Program under REAP in order to participate in the REAP-Flex Option. For the most recent list of eligible LEAs, go to www.ade.az.gov/asd and look under Operations, then REAP.

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	Transferability Intent

Tranferabiliy Intent is different and separate from REAP-Flex Option. An LEA does not have to qualify for the Small Rural School Achievement (SRSA) Program under REAP in order to participate in Transferability.

An LEA may "transfer" up to 50% of each fiscal year's funds that it receives by formula under the following programs:

Title II-A - Improving Teacher Quality
Title II-D - Educational Technology
Title IV-A - Safe and Drug-Free Schools
Title V-A - Innovative Programs 


Transferred funds are subject to all of the rules and requirements of the receiving program. 
An LEA may transfer funds from one of the programs listed above to one or more of the other listed programs, as well as to its allocation under Title I, Part A. However, funds may not be transferred from Title I to other programs. 

An LEA that has been identified for improvement under Section 1116(c)(3) of NCLB, may only transfer up to 30% of each fiscal year's funds that it receives by formula under the provisions listed above, and the transferred funds must be used for LEA improvement activities consistent with Section 1116 of NCLB. An LEA that has been identified for corrective action may not transfer any funds.

Step 1:

Complete Sections A-C, select 'Save Page' after completing each section.

Step 2:

Complete the number of objectives (Section D) you would like to address (up to five). Upon the completion of each objective, select 'Save Page'. 

Step 3:

When all objectives have been written, complete Sections E and G - then select "Save Page". Then select 'Continue to Application Submittal' on the left frame. This will take you to the 'Comprehensive Review' to review the budget and the "Supplemental Data" (application) portion. 

Step 4:

If changes need to be made, select the 'Back' button on the toolbar to return to the application tree and complete revisions. Print a copy for your records. 

Step 5:

Select 'Submit to ADE'.

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	Prevention Outcomes for SY 2009

Question 20
If there was a 3% decrease in disruptive classroom behavior, "20-69% (moving towards)" would be selected

Question 21
An example of how these results might be utilized: "Based upon these results, we haven't completely met this objective and since disruptive classroom behavior continues to be a problem, we will look at other factors that may be impacting this problem as well as how we can improve our programming...etc."

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	Objective(s); Programs, Strategies and Activities; & Evaluation

Outcome objectives need to be very specific, so it may be necessary to develop multiple objectives. For example, if the needs assessment identified two different problems within the same population, then an objective will need to be written for each targeted problem. Up to five objectives may be developed.

The "Objective" page is a “Multiple Standard Page” - which allows development of more than one objective, if necessary. When the "Objective" page is completed, click on “Save Page” and a blank template will appear for completion of an additional objective. The saved objective will appear in the blue frame to the left, and will be given the objective number provided in Question 26. If there is only one objective, continue to the next section after you have saved your page. 

Definitions:
Prevention Program: a set of strategies used together that effectively prevent or reduce drug use, violence or disruptive behavior among youth.
Strategy: a component of a broader prevention program. Strategies should not stand alone as they are usually not effective by themselves.
Activity: a component of a strategy - that is tied to the budget line-item description.


Programs, Strategies, and Activities
The U.S. Department of Education's "Principles of Effectiveness" require that LEAs shall design and implement programs, strategies and activities based on research or evaluation that provide evidence that they prevent or reduce drug use, violence, or disruptive behavior. If the LEA is not using a commercially developed "proven-effective" prevention program, a combination of effective strategies (locally or commercially developed) may be utilized by providing a clear description in Question 34 of how these strategies will be implemented in order to impact the desired behavior change.

After the programs and/or strategies have been identified, the activities described in Question 36 must be referenced back to the line-item description in the budget. 

Evaluation
Also according to the Principles of Effectiveness, an LEA shall evaluate its program periodically to assess its progress based on outlined performance measures and use its evaluation results to refine, improve, and strengthen its program and to refine the performance measures as appropriate.

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	Private School Participation 

To capture the number of private schools/students being served with Title IV funding, Questions 41 and 42 address the private schools within district boundaries expected to request Title IV-funded programs or services for the 2010 school year.

Funds provided for programs and services for private schools must be equal, on a per-pupil basis, to the public schools being served. Costs for administering programs for public and private schools must come "off the top" of the allocation before determining how much of the allocation should be used for public and private schools.   
Private schools must still comply with the Principles of Effectiveness when requesting programs or services. A worksheet for tracking Private School requests is located in the Download Section for this application.

Note: funds used to provide services to private schools must remain under the control of the LEA - as do titles to materials and equipment. (See Section 9501, Title IX, Part E, Subpart 1 of the ESEA.)
