Carryover Application Instructions
General Information:
The purpose of the Title IV funds is to support prevention programs and/or strategies that: 
1) prevent violence in and around schools; 2) prevent the illegal use of alcohol, tobacco, and drugs; 3) involve parents and communities; and 4) are coordinated with related federal, state, school and community efforts and resources to foster a safe and drug-free learning environment that promotes student academic achievement.
The last day to submit the 2011 Title IV Carryover Application is November 1, 2010 at midnight (please note, there will be no technical support available after 5:00 P.M.)
ADE Procedures for the Title IV Carryover Application:
To be eligible, an LEA must have an approved 2010 Title IV project, and must have 2010 Title IV funds available for carryover.

The procedure for applying for carryover funds will be different due to the elimination of Title IV.  To apply for carryover funds: 
1) LEA submits Completion Report after project end date; 

2) 2010 Title IV carryover will be verified upon submission of the Completion Report; 

3) After approval of the Completion Report is received, LEA submits Title IV Carryover Application, to include carryover amount only.  One hundred percent of carryover funds will be granted without a waiver request.
LEAs will be notified by email of approval or if any corrections are necessary to obtain approval.

Transferability Intent

· Transferability Intent is different and separate from REAP-Flex Option. An LEA does not have to qualify for the Small Rural School Achievement (SRSA) Program under REAP in order to participate in Transferability Intent.  An LEA may "transfer" up to 50% of each fiscal year's funds that it receives by formula under the following programs:

Title II-A - Improving Teacher Quality
Title II-D - Educational Technology
Title IV-A - Safe and Drug-Free Schools
Title V-A - Innovative Programs 

· Transferred funds are subject to all of the rules and requirements of the receiving program.  An LEA may transfer funds from one of the programs listed above, as well as to its allocation under Title I, Part A. However, funds may not be transferred from Title I to other programs.

· An LEA that has been identified for improvement under Section 1116(c)(3) of NCLB, may only transfer up to 30% of each fiscal year's funds that it receives by formula under the provisions listed above, and the transferred funds must be used for LEA improvement activities. An LEA that has been identified for corrective action may not transfer any funds.

· If your LEA is transferring funds:

Out of Title IV - complete the Transferability Option table and submit. 

Out of Title IV and want to apply for the remaining Title IV carryover - complete the Transferability Option table and submit.

Into Title IV - complete the Transferability Option table and submit.
