4th grade general education teacher (or) 5th grade general education teacher 


Another special education teacher serving students in 4th or 5th grade





Many schools choose to include a sixth team member whose expenses are paid by local funds. CSPD recommends:


Math specialist or math coach


4th or 5th grade general education teacher or another special education teacher (whichever is not one of the five core team members)





A locally funded team member identified in the training grant application must be included in this MOA.
