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1 Purpose

1.1.1 The purpose of this project is to implement changes to how the student count for ELL Group B add-on funding is to be determined in regards to state aid equalization.  This new means of generating ELL Group B student counts will replace ELL Aggregation for FY 2010 forward.
1.1.2 The project will take a phased approach in order to expedite the requirements approval process and allow development to begin on the aggregation portion of the project.  Phase I consists of the aggregation changes; phase II consists of all reporting modifications.

2 Background
2.1.1 The current ELL Aggregation process uses three census dates as its basis for determining the student counts used for ELL Group B add-on funding.  In order to ensure compliance with the law, the ELL count is to be based on ADM, not the census dates. 
3 Assumptions AND CONSTRAINTS
3.1 Assumptions

3.1.1 Federal ELL child count data will not be affected.
3.1.2 Subject Matter Experts (SMEs) and stakeholders will be available to assist with requirements gathering and testing. 

3.1.3 Resources will be available to develop and test the system modifications in a timely manner.
3.2 Constraints
3.2.1 Concurrent ELL Program Enrollments project is to be implemented prior to this project, as it limits the active ELL Program Enrollments to one (1) at any given time.
4 Dependencies, risks, and issues
4.1 Dependencies
4.1.1 Prior to ELL Count processing, steps must be taken to ensure that ELL Program participations have been fully processed in order to be considered valid program participations. 
4.1.1.1 AZELLA (Arizona English Language Learner Assessment) scores must be received from the assessment vendor.

4.1.1.2 AZELLA scores must be processed in SAIS.

4.1.1.3 ELL Integrity must be re-run to eradicate any errors generated by missing AZELLA scores.
4.1.2 This new methodology for ELL counts will create a dependency between ADM aggregation and ELL processing.  Membership intervals must exist prior to determining the ELL count. 
4.1.3 Business rules are referenced throughout this document.  It is very beneficial to read and understand them prior to reviewing this requirements document.   The business rules are owned and made available by School Finance.
4.1.4 An awareness of the Arizona Online Instruction (AOI) project, which is expected to be implemented within the same timeframe as this project, will be useful.  In particular, an awareness of the requirement for an additional reporting period will be helpful while developing the Aggregating Student ELL Data portion (section 7.6) of this project.  

4.2 Risks
4.2.1 If ELL Count is a separate process from ADM Aggregation and runs after ADM Aggregation (and prior to School Finance ADM Aggregation analysis), then overall monthly processing time could extend past the allocated time.  Additional processing time could occur if the ELL Count process needs to be re-run after the ADM aggregation analysis has been performed and errors found are corrected.

6 Security

6.1.1 Security to remain the same as for the existing ELL Aggregation process.
7 Business Requirements
7.1 ELL Count Process
7.1.1 From fiscal year 2010 forward, the ELL Count used in the ELL Group B Add-On state funding determination will be based upon membership days from enrollments that contain a valid language program participation. 
7.1.2 The ELL Count process shall have the ability to be run on-demand by fiscal year and entity to accommodate prior fiscal year data processing (e.g., 915 data modifications).
7.1.3 The business rules for the ELL Count process are available from School Finance.  The diagrams found within the business rules document are very valuable in understanding the varying scenarios and providing a foundation for these business requirements. 
7.2 Integrity Rules

7.2.1 Beginning FY 2010, all ELL Integrity rules shall be validated through the end of the fiscal year (June 30) to ensure that the student data is accurate and consistent for all students regardless of when the language program participation began.  The service date shall be the end of the fiscal year instead of February 1. 
Note: Currently, language program participations with an entry date after February 1 are not run through ELL Integrity, as those programs are not eligible for state funding.  This new requirement will ensure that all language program participations will be run through ELL Integrity regardless of when the program begins. 

7.2.2 No new integrity rules are required, as determined by a gap analysis that was performed between the ELL data push import rules and the ELL integrity checks. The analysis was completed with the understanding that the existing ELL data push may be retired with this project. 
7.2.3 All existing integrity rules shall remain in effect as-is, with the exception of modifications to SD-INT-LNG-007.0 and SD-INT-LNG-007.2.  See Table 1 for changes to these integrity checks.
7.2.3.1 The date within the integrity checks SD-INT-LNG-007.1 and SD-INT-LNG-007.2, shall be modified from “February 1” to “100th day”.

7.3 ELL Aggregation Usage
7.3.1 For FY 2010 and onward data, the new ELL Count process will be used in place of the existing ELL Aggregation.

7.3.2 Data processing for fiscal years prior to 2010 will use the current ELL Aggregation and ELL Data Push processes.
7.4 ELL Count Determination
NOTE: Correlates with the ELL Count Business Rules document, Scenarios 1, 2, 3 and 4.

7.4.1 ELL membership days can be generated for a student only when the student is participating in an ELL language program at the school in which the student is enrolled.

7.4.2 ELL Count shall be comprised of any and all ADM membership days associated with a fundable school enrollment, during which a valid ELL language program exists. 

7.4.2.1 These membership days are known as ELL membership days.
7.4.3 ELL Membership Days = ADM membership days with the following characteristics: 

7.4.3.1 Associated with a fundable enrollment (i.e., refcounttype = 2997 or 2998)

7.4.3.2 During the fundable enrollment, a valid ELL Language Program must begin.  
7.4.3.2.1 Eligible language programs consist of the five existing programs:

· Structured or Sheltered English Immersion
· Bilingual/Dual Language with Waiver 1
· Bilingual/Dual Language with Waiver 2
· Bilingual/Dual Language with Waiver 3
· Individual Language Learner Plan
7.4.3.3 The ELL language program participation must have passed ELL integrity.
7.4.4 ELL language programs initiated outside of the fundable membership days will be ignored when determining ELL membership days. 
7.4.5 ELL Count is defined as the total number of ELL membership days for an LEA for a specified reporting period and fiscal year divided by the number of days within the reporting period. 
7.4.6 The entity which will receive the Group B add-on funding for these ELL program participations is the ADM funding recipient.   
7.5 ELL Count: Concurrent School Enrollments
NOTE: Correlates with the ELL Count Business Rules document, Scenario 5.

7.5.1 Concurrent school enrollments will adjust ADM membership days and therefore, ELL membership days, according to existing concurrency logic.
7.5.2 When concurrent school enrollments occur, ELL membership days are adjusted for the school in which the student is receiving ELL services.  The other school(s) in which the student is enrolled will not generate ELL funding, as the student is not receiving services there. 
7.5.2.1 An example of this situation:

Student enrolls at School A and receives ELL services.  Student then concurrently enrolls at School B and receives no ELL services. The ADM membership days are cut in half as the FTE has been reduced to .5 per school, due to concurrency rules.  Therefore, the ELL membership days are also cut in half.  School A will receive half of the ELL funding and School B will receive no ELL funding. 

7.6 Aggregated ELL Data for Student Counts
7.6.1 Using ELL data push or another process, migrate aggregated data from Student Details to Student Counts.  

7.6.2 Aggregated data shall include, by reporting period and fiscal year, ELL limited membership days, ELL Count, ADM funding recipient, district of attendance, grade and language program.  These data elements are required for either the ScLEPSStateAidDistrictAddOns table or for the ELL student counts reports that will be defined in Phase II.

7.6.3 ELL student counts reports will report the data identified in 7.6.2 for 40th day and 100th day.  For reporting purposes, 40th day is to contain data for days 1 – 40, while 100th day contains data for days 1 – 100.

7.6.4 Reporting periods from Student Details are related to, but not equal to, the time frames stored in the ScLEPSStateAidDistrictAddOns table in Student Counts. Storage and definition of the time frames shall not change as a change would adversely impact any downstream processes, namely the payment system.
7.6.5 All fields identified within the ScLEPSStateAidDistrictAddOns table shall continue to be populated as they are required for the payments system.  Other fields may exist, but are not required for the payments system.  
7.7 ELL Group B Add-On Student Count

7.7.1 The ELL Group B add-on student count figure that is used for state funding is calculated as total ELL membership days divided by the number of days within the reporting period. This figure appears on the APOR55-1 and CHAR55-1 reports.

7.7.1.1 For example, if the total ELL membership days for District A for 40th day of FY 2010 is 25,155.25, then the add-on count will be 628.8813 (i.e., 25,155.25/40), rounded to the appropriate decimal place.

8 Reporting Requirements
8.1 SDDI Report: SDELL75-1
Note: A sample of this report can be found in Figure 1.

8.1.1 Report description (provided for informational purposes only):  This report shows the results of the most recent English Language Learner (ELL) aggregation and includes the ELL membership days generated by each student with a program participation. The ELL membership days are used in the calculations that determine the amount of state add-on aid to be generated.  This report is based on district of attendance.
8.1.2 Create a new report that will be available in Student Detail Data Interchange (SDDI) via Common Logon and is accessible at the school and district levels.  

8.1.3 General report requirements:

8.1.3.1 Shall be run on-demand. 

8.1.3.2 Following ADE standard SDDI reporting requirements, user shall have the ability to select the applicable fiscal year.

8.1.3.3 User shall have the ability to select one grade prior to generating the report.

8.1.3.3.1 The grade options shall be ALL, PS, KG, UE, 01, 02, 03, 04, 05, 06, 07, 08, 09, 10, 11, 12; default is “ALL”.
8.1.3.4 Available downloadable formats: PDF, XML, Simple Text

8.1.3.5 Report Name is ‘SDELL75-1 ELL Adjusted Membership Report by DOA’ and shall be identified as such in the SDDI Download area.

8.1.3.6 Shall be based on the SDADMS75-1 report.  If not otherwise specified, shall function as the SDADMS75-1 report.

8.1.3.7 Shall be available for FY 2010 and onward.

8.1.3.8 The data within the report shall be limited to: 

8.1.3.8.1 Fiscal year selected

8.1.3.8.2 Grade selected

8.1.3.8.3 Fundable membership intervals

8.1.3.8.4 Language program participations that generated ELL add-on funding. 

8.1.3.8.5 District level: the requesting district, which is the district in which the students are attending, regardless of DOR

8.1.3.8.6 School level: the requesting school, which is the school in which the students are attending, regardless of DOR.
8.1.4 Data Requirements:
