May – June Applications/Amendments are due March 13, 2009 
Applications for FY10 July – August ESY services will be available in April 2009.  (if the appropriation is available in FY10)
Subject to Funding Availability

PEA’s with a current July / August project should apply for May / June

 funding by using the AMENDMENT INSTRUCTIONS on page 26.  

Extended school year services, as defined in IDEA 300.309, means “special education and related services that are provided to a child with a disability beyond the normal school year of the public agency, in accordance with the child’s IEP and at no cost to the parents of the child; and meet the standards of the SEA.”  ESY services must be provided only if a child’s IEP team determines on an individual basis…that the services are necessary for the provision of FAPE…”.  ARS 15-881 and State Board Rule R7-2-408 parallel both the IDEA and court decisions.  Public education agencies must: 

· consider the need for ESY services for every student with a disability, at least on an annual basis;

· make extended school year services available to eligible students in order to prevent  loss of meaningful educational benefit gained from the previous school year, thus preventing loss of FAPE;

· determine eligibility based on a multi-facet inquiry, and not a single factor, such as regression/recoupment.

ESY services are provided to maintain critical learning skills, not to increase or improve skills.  New goals or classes are not included in ESY services.  Eligibility for ESY services is the exception, not the rule. 

Extended school year services do not include:

· Summer school for any or all Special Education Students;
· Day care or respite services;
· A program to maximize the academic potential of special education students not eligible for ESY services or
· Summer recreation or experimental programs.

ESY BASE FUNDING
Funds for ESY services are included in your State Aid Formula. 

Your public education agency (PEA) receives ESY funds during the school year through the ADE School Finance Section.  

The ESY funds generated, are based on the 2008 100th day count, and are identified as your ESY Base in Attachment 8.  You need not apply for these funds since your PEA has already received them.

If the total ESY cost for your May/June FY09 Services exceeds your ESY base you may apply for a percent of this Excess Cost (Net Request) as determined by the formula in attachment 1.
To ensure the ESY Base is in fact set aside, it is recommended that you confer with your business manager/office/fiscal person to establish a sub program code in the USFR 200 Special Education Program Code.  Group B weights are used for ESY sub accounts 201-215.  
Please submit an application ONLY if costs for FY 09 services are expected to exceed the ESY Base amount generated through the state aid formula. (ARS 15-943)

ATTACHMENT 6
IDEA / ESS Assistive Technology, Capital Outlay and Supplies Guidelines

The following guidelines based on State and Federal regulations, will apply to the IDEA Part B Grant awards and provide assistance on how to approach assistive technology and capital requests. 

The following definitions will apply:

Assistive technology device means any item, piece of equipment, or product system, whether acquired off the shelf, modified, or customized, that is used to increase, maintain, or improve the functional capabilities of a child with a disability. The term does not include a medical device that is surgically implanted, or the replacement of such device.

The AT device will meet the following equipment criteria:

· The item’s functionality should be outlined or described in the IEP for the student.

· The item must have a useful life of at least one year, and subject to inventory control guidelines.

· The item, if damaged, will be repaired as opposed to replaced, if possible.

· The item must be for the purpose of direct instruction or instruction support. 

AT Devices meeting the equipment criteria will be coded to the capital outlay or the fixed assets line item on the budget page.

Assistive technology service means any service that directly assists a child with a disability in the selection, acquisition, or use of an assistive technology device. 

The term includes services that assist –

· The evaluation of the needs of a child with a disability, including a functional evaluation of the child’s customary environment;

· Purchasing, leasing, or otherwise providing for the acquisition of assistive technology devices by children with disabilities;

· Selecting, designing, fitting, customizing, adapting, applying, maintaining repairing, or replacing assistive technology devices;

· Coordinating and using other therapies, interventions, or services with assistive technology devices, such as those associated with existing education and rehabilitation plans and programs;

· Training or technical assistance for a child with a disability or, if appropriate that Child’s family; and

· Training or technical assistance for professionals (including individuals providing education or rehabilitation services), employers, or other individuals who provide services to, employ, or are otherwise substantially involved in the major life functions of that child.

Universal Design- The term “universal design” means a concept or philosophy for designing and delivering products and services that are usable by people with the widest possible range of functional capabilities. 

Note:   IDEA - 6B funds may be expended for universal design activities, however they may not be used for construction or renovations resulting from those activities.
AT Services should be coded to Support Services 2100 or Support Services- Admin 2300 on the budget page.

While many items may be identified by the definitions above, there are other non AT items which constitute capital outlay for children with disabilities.  

Other capital items may include:

· Special student chairs and desks,

· Non instructional software,

· Specialized, non permanent facility modifications (portable room dividers, book shelves, therapy mats etc.),

· Vehicle modifications for student transportation and safety (lifts, wheelchair tie downs, air conditioning, two way communication etc.). These items will be assessed on a case by case basis.

· Ambulatory or supplemental therapy items.

· Items for a classroom where students with disabilities will utilize computer-aided instruction.

Items ESS will not approve for capital purchase:

· Vehicles,

· Copiers,

· Food preparation equipment, unless part of an approved instructional program (case by case basis)

· Permanent, fixed classroom units (closets, storage, etc.),

· Construction or renovation of permanent installations (sun screens, playground equipment, ramps, bathrooms, carpets, etc.),

· Non instructional items, office equipment, furniture, computers and laptops for teachers/administrators.

Supplies are defined as:

Items that are consumed, worn out, or deteriorated through use; or items that lose their identity through fabrication or incorporation into a different or more complex units or substances.

Supply examples:

Direct Instruction (budget code 6600-1000)

· Instructional kits with small parts easily consumed or lost in a year or less, 

· Workbooks

· Cassettes

· Videos

· Films

· Instructional software

· Writing Tools

Instructional Support (budget code 6600-2100)

· Items used during the Evaluation/IEP development process,

· Diagnostic working paper instruments
